Script.

*scene resumes*

The tree gets chopped down and Matt and Josh are left on the ground, sulking.


*light goes dark, change of scene*

Lilli and Jess walk across the stage with a sign saying “meanwhile”

Scene shows children in a class room, on facebook when Josh (Ms Ellis) 

All the students quickly close and back onto the deforestACTION site.

Josh: “ What are you kids doing?”

Kids: ‘ Just on deforestACTION miss”

Ally: ‘definitely not on facebook miss’ *smiles sweetly.*

*everyone gives Ally the ‘death stare”*

*scene pause*

Jaclyn and Jaydon walk out and explain what deforestACTION is.

*scene resumes*

Ashleigh: “Miss! Miss Ellis! There is some news about the rainforest in Indonesia! Two baby orang-utans have lost their homes! 

Jamie: Miss, how can we help? 

Josh:’ What are we suppose to do?’

Ally:’ Well miss, we are currently raising money to help save them. Even a small donation makes a difference.”

*lights go dark, scene changes back to a rainforestion.”

Matt and Josh are still sitting on the floor, sulking. 

Whole crew comes out, and says in unison:

‘Everyone can make a difference, even you” 

Scene ends.
